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Induction of the mazEF-mediated pathway does not cause an increase in lexA transcription. 

Our experiments have revealed that the mazEF-mediated pathway inhibits the recA-dependent ALD pathway by the inhibition of recA transcription (Figure 6). Since recA transcription is repressed by LexA protein [40-43], we asked whether the mazEF- mediated pathway causes an increase in lexA transcription and thereby to inhibition of recA transcription. To this aim, we compared lexA transcription in MC4100relA+ strain with and without NA treatment.  No effect on lexA transcription was observed (Figure S7).
