	Date
	Extract from keeper records

	31/05/2000
	At 11:45 [keeper] reported seeing Gina carrying Jiwa. Mokko was also seen carrying Jiwa for a few minutes.

	08/07/2000
	[Jiwa] will be 9 months old on the 17th of this month, and shows little or no obvious behavioural devlopment (sic). Appears to only react to objects that are within 6 inches of his face, though he appears fine in every other respect, and is now sporting 2 teeth (lower incisors).

	29/08/2000
	M2572 Jiwa was clearly interacting with keeper through the mesh this evening. Trying to catch keeper's finger with his hand, to put it in his mouth and bite it.

	11/09/2000
	During the day, Jiwa was looking more lethargic and weaker than usual, and appeared to be sleeping on at least 2 occasions during the afternoon, but it was very hot and humid. Later, he was looking as active as he ever has, and even picked up a piece of sunflower leaf and stem, and began to mouth it - the first time I have seen him do this.

	15/09/2000
	Jiwa again reached out for a piece of bamboo lying nearby, pulling it to his mouth and mouthing it. When M1462 Mawar inadvertently held a piece of melon rind near his mouth, he proceeded to suck on it - the first time keeper has seen him mouth any sort of fruit. 

	25/09/2000
	M2572 Jiwa climbed off M1462 Mawar this evening, and hung onto the barwork, for 3 - 4 minutes, while Mawar sat next to him, eating and drinking. This is the first real break of contact between mother and infant which has been seen, and occurs at age 345 days (49 weeks/2 days).

	30/10/2000
	On at least 2 occasions during the afternoon, Jiwa climbed about a foot up the barwork, though progress was still quite slow and shaky.

	13/07/2001
	Jiwa observed crawling on the floor in RH ex. area for about 2 metres, still with his hands holding each other, and pushing himself with his back legs.

	14/08/2001
	M2572 Jiwa took the opportunity to climb in the LH ex. area between 14:15 and 15:20 (when gibbons M2383, M2384 and M2394, and M2081 Julitta and M2209 Wirawan shut outside). He climbed up a partition, along scaffold, along 8 m of horizontal rope, and around mesh on tower. He was climbing and playing off M1462 Mawar for 30 minutes - the longest single period he has done so. 

	05/09/2001
	M2572 Jiwa was observed crawling about 2 metres on the grass on the RH Island, to reach M1462 Mawar. He crawled as if he was "climbing on a flat surface".

	26/10/2001
	[Jiwa] still unable to walk on all fours, unless clambering over mesh (ie. on the crush cage).

	08/11/2001
	Generally speaking, smooth right-angle ledges are [Jiwa’s] weak point.

	17/11/2001
	Jiwa seen standing up whilst using a rope to steady/balance himself. This is the first time [keeper] has seen him being able to support his body weight with his legs.

	22/12/2001
	M2572 Jiwa is now more adept at negotiating ropes, etc. in ex. area, in absence of other animals (except, of course, M1462 Mawar). He can cross from one side of the area to the other with relative ease, and seems to know where he is going. He comes down to feed hoppers to pick up chopped fruit, etc., and is generally progressing well.

	10/02/2002
	M2572 Jiwa was introduced to glass (ie. windows), and successfully encouraged to climb along partition to public area windows, using only visual stimulus of familiar keeper behind glass. Normally Jiwa seems to respond to sound (his familiar name) as much/as well as his sight, but this little test showed that his vision and recognition, in the absence of audio cues, is good. He looked a little confused when touching the glass, trying to work out why he could not touch keeper behind it.

	26/03/2002
	Mawar going out onto the Island more readily (both with and without M2572 Jiwa), Mokko taking Jiwa back into the building on one occasion when Mawar wasn't looking.

	03/04/2002
	M2572 Jiwa is increasingly playful and confident, especially when not mixed with other orangs. 

	18/04/2002
	Though keeper did not think it too significant at the time, M852 Mokko was having trouble yesterday in getting Jiwa to cling to him properly when being carried ventro-ventrally, and had to support him with one arm. Mawar more often carries Jiwa on her shoulders, ventro-dorsally, these days.

	10/07/2002
	He seems to be showing more recognition of people he sees regularly, and interest/curiosity in unfamiliar people.

	04/09/2002
	M2572 Jiwa is quite confident and competent in walking on all fours outside, and OK inside on the slippery surface. Generally he is more mobile, and the strength in his arms and legs (for walking) has certainly improved over the last few months.

	17/11/2002
	Also, he looked as though he were going through the motions of preparing a nest, (though he was probably really just playing), with woodwool and a paper bag in the nest basket. He is about 3 years and 4 weeks old.

	11/04/2003
	M2572 Jiwa nowadays seems to be walking inside on all fours more normally, and for longer periods than before. He is often seen moving along the floor as though he is swimming.

	15/04/2004
	It is becoming increasingly evident that the deep litter in the ex. area is making M2572 Jiwa use his legs when locomoting on the floor, instead of his usual "swimming" style. This should help to strengthen his weak legs.

	16/05/2004
	M229 Gina's new infant M2858 Jaya, born 13/05/04 by caesarean section, was returned to Gina today. They are not mixed with the rest of the group as yet.

	23/07/2004
	M2572 Jiwa was seen suckling from M1462 Mawar for approx. 5 minutes at 12:55, though it is unclear whether Mawar is still lactating.

	16/10/2004
	M2572 Jiwa's quadrupedal walking looked normal today. He was also seen to stand fully upright, with one hand holding onto the bars. His overall movement continues to improve gradually.

	21/05/2005
	M2572 Jiwa seen trying to mate M1462 Mawar at 08:15.

	24/05/2005
	Following the birth overnight of an infant, M2911 to his mother M1462 Mawar, juvenile M2572 Jiwa kept his distance from Mawar throughout the day.

	25/05/2005
	At the moment Jiwa does not appreciate the necessity to move to different parts of the enclosure during routines. 

	18/06/2005
	M2572 Jiwa drank some juice from a paper cup this evening. He is eating well, going out first thing in the morning to collect his feed. He seems to have settled well into a routine and appears to be doing fine.

	11/07/2005
	M2572 Jiwa refused to enter the RH back den with his mother and baby brother at pm feed.

	11/08/2006
	M2572 Jiwa appeared fine (by his standards) after having apparnetly (sic) slept overnight on the 'hilltop' at far end of the island. 

	03/12/2007
	M2572 Jiwa is developing a small beard - the hair on and under his chin has noticeably got longer.

	21/02/2008
	M2572 Jiwa had his dinner in the west ex. area and made his nest in there, where M2424 Dagu was also spending the night.

	17/03/2008
	Jiwa was shut in and fed in the east back den and not re-mixed with any of the other [orangutans]. It is hoped that he will become more independant (sic) and improve his nest-building skills, and get used to being on his own overnight, as he is now maturing.

	07/06/2008
	M2572 Jiwa has a full set of lower teeth, most of which are likely to be permanent teeth

	14/11/2013
	M2858 Jaya was anaesthetised in the crush cage, and moved to a transport crate for export.

	25/12/2013
	Since M2858 Jaya’s departure, M2572 Jiwa’s locomotion and co-ordination seem to have improved markedly; he has shown increased facial development: widening of his face, with cheek pads emerging, and his libido that has rapidly developed.

	19/01/2014
	M2572 Jiwa was persistently sexual with M229 Gina for much of today. It looked as though he wasn’t actually copulating, just trying to. Although they were quiet for most of the time, at the end of the day Jiwa was quite rough with Gina. She was obviously in distress, but the Keeper could not separate them until Jiwa had had enough. Gina may be sore tomorrow, as Jiwa was pulling her legs apart quite hard at the hips. Keeper will keep them apart tomorrow, to allow Gina some rest. 

	27/01/2014
	M2572 Jiwa spent quite a bit of the day forcefully mating M229 Gina. She out up with it until they were let back into the back dens for pm. feed, when she started biting his fingers, and prising him off her.

	29/01/2014
	M2572 Jiwa’s cheek flaps and really starting to show.

	04/02/2014
	To try to reduce M2572 Jiwa’s libido, he has been put on a course of cyproterone acetate…  Effectiveness of the treatment will be reassessed by the Vets in 6 - 8 weeks.

	17/05/2014
	After 12:30 talk and feed, while he and M3226 Jantho were wrestling, M2572 Jiwa began vocalising in the way M2424 Dagu does when gearing up for a display: a deep guttural vocalisation building up higher in short bursts.

	24/07/2014
	At about 09:30, Jiwa was knocked down and taken to the Vet Centre, for procedures including castration.

	01/10/2018
	At 12:30 feed, M3226 Jantho was seen trying to wrest an avocado from M2572 Jiwa, who was hanging upside down from the bridge. Jiwa began making distressed vocalisations, grunting, and almost producing a long call. Jantho ran off with the avocado, and Jiwa continued to make the vocalisations for a couple of minutes afterwards.

	18/11/2019
	M2572 Jiwa heard attempting a long call (which was almost a proper call) when lunch feed placed in, while chasing M3226 Jantho attempting to take avocado off him, this then caused M2424 Dagu to display, throwing the large red barrel around and long calling himself.

	07/04/2020
	M2572 Jantho finally discovered the thermometer hung up in the Keeper corridor, which he managed to knock off using a long piece of bamboo and got his hands on it.

	11/10/2020
	M2572 Jiwa very alert and interactive with Keeper this morning, more so than Keeper (GP) has ever seen before, his movements were quick, he made eye contact several times and drank at each round of tea.
