Supplemental Figure 1. Genotyping of SPG21-/- mice. The SPG21-/- mice were genotyped using PCR to detect neomycin of targeting vector or endogenous maspardin. The PCR products were separated on a 1.5% agarose gel. The presence of a 380 bp neomycin amplicon and absence of 481 bp maspardin specific amplicon suggested that the mice are homozygous for SPG21 deletion (SPG21-/-). The heterozygous SPG21+/- mice resulted in the amplicons of both neomycin and maspardin whereas the SPG21+/+ mice resulted in the absence of neomycin amplicon but were positive for maspardin. The amplicons were detected using ethidium bromide and the electrophorgrams were imaged using a Chemidoc XRS Imaging instrument (BioRad Inc.).
