Supplemental Figure 1: Vascular anatomy of the Liver, portal circulation and the ductus venosus prenatal (1a) and postnatal (1b).

The figure represents anatomical changes in portal blood flow prenatally (1a) and with postnatal closure (1b) of the DV. The DV is a continuation of the umbilical vein through the liver. It shunts venous blood from the abdominal viscera away from the liver (portal blood flow) as it returns to the heart. Closure of the DV after birth results in an elimination of this portosystemic shunt and navigates all mesenteric venous blood flow into the liver through the portal vein.
