Figure S1: Death hazard ratios of all-cause mortality (A) and cardiovascular mortality (B) in different hemoglobin and ESA dose subgroups using time-averaged Cox models in 10,527 PD patients (reference category: hemoglobin<10 g/dL and ESA dose< 3,000 U/week) and all-cause mortality (C) and cardiovascular mortality (D) in different hemoglobin and ESA dose subgroups using time-averaged Cox models in 139,103 HD patients (reference: hemoglobin<10 g/dL and ESA dose< 10,000 U/week). Case-mix adjusted models include weekly ESA dose, age, gender, race/ethnicity, ten pre-existing co-morbid conditions, history of tobacco smoking, categories of dialysis vintage, primary insurance, marital status, presence of diabetes, serum ferritin and iron saturation. Case-mix plus malnutrition-inflammation-complex syndrome (MICS) adjusted models include all of the covariates in the case-mix model as well as body mass index, serum levels of albumin, total iron-binding capacity, creatinine, phosphorus, calcium, bicarbonate, blood white blood cell count and lymphocyte percentage.
