Supplemental Figures

Suppl. Fig. 1. Secondary generalization was occasionally recorded and correlated with tonic seizure and bradycardia.

Suppl. Fig. 2. Follow-up MRI T2 scan at 7 months showed a defect restricted to the left cerebellar hemisphere. The formerly small unharmed area shown in Fig. 1b is the only normal remaining structure.

Suppl. Fig. 3. Follow-up coronar T1 scan at 7 months showed normal supratentorial structures and the defect restricted to the left cerebellar hemisphere.

Suppl. Fig. 4. MR angiography on day 3 after birth revealed normal perfusion of the main cerebral and vertebral arteries. The posterior inferior cerebellar artery (PICA) as one of the primary supplying arterial vessel was too small for digital reconstruction.
