Videos 1, 2 Transabdominal ultrasound showing the real fetus in the anterior part of the image, the reflective surface (posterior wall of the uterus, and bowel wall) and the mirrored image in the back of the image. The mirrored image has a blurred appearance and present synchronic movements with the real image. Mirrored movements show a small delay in time due to the extra distance to reach the ultrasound transducer. 

Video 3 Transvaginal ultrasound with the reflected mirrored image visible in the right side of the screen.  Due to the different angle of reflection the mirrored image looked more blurred than that observed in the transabdominal ultrasound.
