Suppl. Figure 1. Validation of APOBEC3A antibody specificity.
(A) Immunohistochemical analysis of formalin-fixed and paraffin-embedded tissue specimens for CD163 and APOBEC3A. CD163 is used to identify macrophages (black arrows), which display a robust immunostaining with the APOBEC3A antibody. Identical regions of the tissue specimen are shown.  Scale bar = 50 µm. 
[bookmark: _GoBack](B) Immunofluorescence microscopic analysis of the human acute monocytic leukemia cell line THP-1 after stimulation with phorbol 12-myristate 13-acetate (PMA) for 6 h to induce differentiation and adherence and then stained for APOBEC3A with an unblocked or blocked APOBEC3A antibody. Note that the nuclear staining disappears following pre-incubation of the primary antibody with blocking peptide. Scale bar = 50 m.
(C) Immunohistochemical analysis of a penile SCC with unblocked and blocked APOBEC3A primary antibody. Scale bar = 50 µm.
