	Dump
	A dump of material on the surface- for example, spoil heaps, rubble and architectural fragments. Underneath these the stratigraphy is likely intact

	Excavated
	Excavated or cleared areas, evident either as trenches  architectural remains exposed by the removal of overburden

	Development
	Modern development involving earthmoving, such as buildings or roads

	Track
	A track or road truncating the archaeological remains.
