4. The quality of life is the level of consumption of material goods, an indicator of satisfaction of spiritual needs. Physical and material condition of the person and mental comfort. (Female, Age 18-24)
5. Financial independence (Male, Age 18-24)

11. The main factor to be satisfied with quality of life is private life, job don’t influence it (Male, Age 35-44)
12. Job where you happy and a good Partner at home are main determinants of the quality of life
13. I believe the freedom to decide what I want to do - under the circumstance that all basic needs are covered (Male, Age 35-44)
14. Work is important, but of course you should work to live, not the other way around. I think that life is influenced by work. If the job is good, is life fun, right? There are supposed to be people who approach their work with fun. If so, that naturally increases the quality of life. For me anyway, it is an intact family 👪. Now that we've just got grandchildren, it's a pleasure to be with them. When we have seen them, I feel much more comfortable. I am happy.
