Geogebra is not designed to cope with large datasets and is liable to become unstable.  The larger dot plot files may take a few minutes to open.
It is best to view the files in the ‘move graphics view’ mode (button with 4 arrows in a cross) as this limits the likelihood of accidentally moving a point.  If a point is accidentally moved, the easiest remedy is to close the file without saving and then reopen.  Attempting to ‘undo’ an accidental move is liable to cause the program to crash.
