Assessment of illness
[bookmark: _GoBack]A subject would be considered to have illness based on the severity of symptoms on days following inoculation.  Upper respiratory tract infection symptoms/nasal symptoms included URTI/nasal symptoms included sneezing, runny nose, nasal obstruction, and sore throat.  Non-nasal symptoms included malaise, chilliness, cough and headache.  Subjects were asked to judge their symptoms on a scale from 0 (absent) to 4 (very severe).  The diagnosis of a cold illness (modified Jackson cold [1]) required a total symptom score of ≥ 6 for 5 days and either the presence of rhinorrhea on 3 or more days or the subjective impression of having a cold. 
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
