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I'm reading Kenneth W. Hagin's 32-page minibook, The Prison Door is Open: What Are You
Still Doing Inside? (Faith Library Publications Inc. 1982). To my surprise, it uses material that
is either similar -- or identical -- to the material in F.F. Bosworth's article, "The Opening of the
Prison,” which appeared in the September 1951 issue of The Voice of Healing. in addition to
having similar fitles, the two pieces of writing use similar illustrations, some of the same ideas
and same verses of Scripture.

While a few sections in Hagin's work are clearly paraphrases of Bosworth's writing, some use
the same wording and sentences that appear in Bosworth's article.
